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Driving in sometimes difficult conditions, we left Vientiane Capital on May 17, 2017 to visit the 
following health care facilities in the provinces of Xaignabouli, Oudomxay and Luang Prabang in 
the following order: Boten District Hospital, Kenthao District Hospital, Xaignabouli District 
Hospital, Xianghong District Hospital, Ngeun District Hospital, Houn District Hospital, Beng
